Wehner explained how staff realized when reviewing the code that there is no language in the code that allows for storm water
retention ponds to be located within the setbacks. As staff we felt this was not necessary. This portion of the code, as set up,
explicitly states objects or items that are permitted to intrude within the setbacks. We added storm water to be able to intrude the
front, interior, and rear setback.

13. CU-9-16-1611 Allen Lamers, Lamers Bus Lines, 2407 South Point Road, Green Bay, WI 54313, on behalf of property
owner, F&B Company LLP, 2096 County Road XX, Mosinee, W1, requesting a conditional use permit to allow for the
temporary construction of an off-site parking transportation use (Sec. 94.4.07(1)), which will transition to the permanent
use of the property as a freight terminal land use (Sec. 94.4.07(3)) within the LI (Limited Industrial) Zoning District. The
property is addressed as 3805 Concord Avenue.

Mark Nysted, of Keller, Inc., who will be the contractor for Lamers Bus Lines, was present in support and to answer any
questions.

Doug Bender, representing F&B Company, is in favor of this project. He explained how they had concerns with this project but
Gene Davis had addressed their concerns with the buffer area planned.

Nysted stated there will be a cedar fence and some arbor vitae shrubs planted around this property. He explained the entrances
and how utilized. He said the way of travel will depend on the bus route. There will be about 75 buses for DC Everest, with
possibly 5 or more. These buses are fueled by LP, which is quieter than gas/diesel, and with no odors.

White questioned the reason behind the temporary construction of an off-site parking transportation use. Nysted stated they want
to get the parking lot done right away, and the building will be constructed very soon as well, since the construction of the
building needs to be done by June, as their existing lease on other property will be ending then. Schuster confirmed access to this
property will only be on Concord Avenue.

Wehner stated the way this is happening is irregular, as generally with a CUP, there is a full site plan to review. They chose not
to supply the site plan, as they wanted to receive the approval before going through the expense of a full site plan. Wehner stated
a condition on the CUP is for the site plan to be approved by Plan Commission once fully submitted.

18. Discussion and Action by Plan Commission on Assistant Planner’s Recommendation to approve the commercial site plan
CSIT-9-16-1608 (Eric Reeder) Parking Lot Construction & Expansion, at 5307 Westfair Avenue, per the specifications,
conditions, and limitations of the submitted staff report.

Wehner pointed out his staff report handed out tonight (attached), which was not included in the meeting packet, as he would out of
the office on sick leave last week, and was unable to prepare a report (mostly based on the notes written on the plans that were
attached in the meeting packet).

Wehner stated there are several issues with the submitted site plan. There is missing needed information on the sheets (that were cut
off), and several issues with the site plan and how things are laid out, based on setbacks, parking stalls, driveway access, etc. He
described where the refuse/recycling location could be moved to, which would provide extra space for more parking, and would give
their hauler better access. Wehner stated the applicant is requesting landscaping requirements be waived by Plan Commission, which
is why this site plan is coming before the Plan Commission, rather than just staff review.

Schuster questioned if when the plan was originally submitted, if there was a meeting of any type with the applicant. Wehner stated
information was sent back to MTS, and typically, when there is a rezone, there is a site plan with it. Because this project was done
(prior any approval or permits), and the asphalt is already down. Staff is not aware of any curbing, existing landscaping, striping of
the parking stalls. Wehner stated due to the amount of information needed, the formal motion in this case should be to deny the
application. Then the applicant can resubmit a new and complete site plan packet. Since the asphalt is already down, we would not be
holding up any project here, if not approved before winter arrives.

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Wehner stated no curb and gutter on Westfair Avenue. There was clarification of the setback for the parking area versus the driveway.

Reeder stated that he has no problem with installing the curb and gutter. He said it was a mistake on his end to not come in for a
permit. He would be willing to install necessary landscaping also. Staff is not sure where this property currently is at with the
landscaping points, and they may already have enough; however, they would only need to install the points for hardscape area (not full
construction).

Reeder stated they will have to take the existing fence down, and he is considering moving that fence to his industrial site in the
Business Park. Reeder commented on the lighting and if additional lighting is required, as there is already lighting in the roadway.
Tatro explained the lighting within the parking lot is a safety measure for their employees and customers.

It was explained that if the resubmitted site plan follows the code to the most practical extent, that it could be reviewed and approved
by staff, and not required to go before Plan Commission.

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STAFF REPORT — SITE PLAN REVIEW

TO: PLAN COMMISSION

FROM: ASSISTANT PLANNER, JARED WEHNER
RE: AGENDA ITEM J-18 — SITE PLAN CSIT-9-16-1608 — ERIC REEDER/PARKING LOT RECONSTRUCTION

Late summer Mr. Reeder paved his parking lot at Razz’s Breakfast Bar and Grill without first obtaining any approvals
from the village. In doing so, lot lines, setbacks, and other regulations have been ignored. Since then a plan of what has
been installed has been submitted to staff. Staff met together and identified the following items that needed to be
addressed:

= The plans submitted are incomplete, as items are cutoff on all sides, making the plans distorted and not to scale;

= The width of the driveway at the right-of-way cannot be any wider than 40 feet. The width is not listed and is
unknown;

* The location of the driveway shall be shifted to the west to align the drive lane and driveway. This will allow to
vehicles to pass at the same time and maintain the required 24-foot-wide drive lane;

= All hard surfaces shall be 15 feet from the front property line. This means the two northern most parking stalls
are to be eliminated;

= All parking stalls are to be a minimum of 10 feet wide. Stalls on the west side of the building do not meet this
requirement;

= The dimensions of the refuse and recycling enclosure are not provided. The enclosure should also be located at
the end of the drive lane at the south of the parking lot allowing for easier access by the hauler and allowing for
few more additional parking stalls.

= Curb and hard surface specifications have not been provided;

= The applicant is requesting that all landscape requirements be waived for this project completely.

I make the recommendation that Plan Commission should deny the site plan due to the above stated items. The
applicant shall resubmit the site plan meeting the requirements and the items specifically listed. Staff understands that
this site will not be in complete compliance with the current zoning code, but there are many more ways to get the
property closer into compliance that the applicant has not chosen to do in this version of the site plan. The resubmitted
site plan should be subject to the landscaping regulations in Article 11.

This area of the Village in which this property is in leaves a bit to be desired, but it is under the best of intentions to be
improved. The Village will focus on this area to bring not only other properties in or close to conformance, but the
village’'s streets and right-of-ways as well. The reformation of this area in the village will not happen overnight.

(f) Stormwater retention and detention ponds and stormwater related structures.
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SECTION 2: The amendment effectuated by this Ordinance shall apply within the municipal
limits of the Village and within its extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction in the Town of Weston.

SECTION 3: SEVERABILITY. If any section, clause, provision, or portion of this Ordinance is
adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this
Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. If an application of this Ordinance to a particular structure,
land, or water is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall not be applicable to any other structure, land, or water not specifically included in said
judgment. If any requirement or limitation attached to an authorization given under this Ordinance is
found invalid, it shall be presumed that the authorization would not have been granted without the
requirement or limitation and, therefore, said authorization shall also be invalid. Any other ordinances
whose terms are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed as to those terms
that conflict.

WHEREAS, the Joint Village and Town of Weston Extraterritorial Zoning Committee and
Village Plan Commission have held a joint public hearing on this ordinance, on October 10, 2016, in
compliance with Wis. Stat. § 62.23, and following such hearing the Board considered public comments
and the recommendation of the Village Plan Commission and Joint Village and Town of Weston
Extraterritorial Zoning Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Village Board finds the proposed amendment is reasonable, consistent with the
Village Comprehensive Plan, and in the public interest;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Village Board of Weston, Marathon County, Wisconsin, do ordain as
follows:

SECTION 1: Section 94.4.07(3) is hereby amended to read as follows:

(3) Freight Terminal and Mass Transportation Depot.

Lands and buildings representing either end of one or more truck carrier line(s) principally
serving several businesses, bus storage yards or garages, bus transfer stations, train stations, or
similar facilities focused on the storage or staging of multiple trucks, busses, train cars, and/or
other large vehicles designed to carry goods or passengers. Such uses may have some or all of
the following facilities: large vehicle storage and/or staging yards, multiple loading docks,
management offices, indoor and outdoor storage yards, fueling stations, weighing stations,
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parking areas, vehicle maintenance and repair facilities serving the use, and other related
facilities.

Performance Standards:

1. A bufferyard meeting the requirements of Section 94.11.02(3)(d) shall be provided along all
property borders abutting residentially zoned property.

2. For freight terminals and train stations, all buildings, structures, outdoor storage areas, and
any other activity areas shall be located a minimum of 100 feet from all lot lines abutting
residentially zoned property.

3. For freight terminals and train stations, all outdoor storage areas and vehicles shall be
completely enclosed by any permitted combination of buildings, structures, walls, and/or
fencing. Such walls or fencing shall be designed to completely screen all stored materials and
vehicles from view from non-industrial zoned areas and public rights-of-way, up to the
maximum fence heights allowed under Section 94.12.03. For other types of transportation
depot uses, landscaping installed to screen the vehicles from view are sufficient meet this
requirement (but not outdoor storage areas).

4. Activity and storage areas shall not be permitted in the minimum required front yard setback,
except for employee or patron parking.

5. Minimum Required Off-Street Parking: one space per each onsite employee on the largest
work shift and one space for each four passengers for uses where patrons are parking on-site.

SECTION 2: Sections 94.4.07 (5) and 94.17.04 Definitions are hereby amended to reference the
new name of Section 94.4.07(3) Freight Terminal and Mass Transportation Depot.

SECTION 3: Figure 3.04 within Section 94.3.04 of the Weston Municipal Code is hereby
amended to reference the new name “(3) Freight Terminal and Mass Transportation Depot™.

SECTION 4: Figure 3.05 within Section 94.3.05 of the Weston Municipal Code is hereby
amended to reference the new name “(3) Freight Terminal and Mass Transportation Depot”.

SECTION 5: The amendment effectuated by this Ordinance shall apply within the municipal
limits of the Village and within its extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction in the Town of Weston.

SECTION 6: SEVERABILITY. If any section, clause, provision, or portion of this Ordinance is
adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this
Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. If an application of this Ordinance to a particular structure,
land, or water is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall not be applicable to any other structure, land, or water not specifically included in said
judgment. If any requirement or limitation attached to an authorization given under this Ordinance is
found invalid, it shall be presumed that the authorization would not have been granted without the
requirement or limitation and, therefore, said authorization shall also be invalid. Any other ordinances
whose terms are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed as to those terms
that conflict.

SECTION 7: EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall take effect upon approval and
publication.

Dear Ms. Weinkauf:

As you know, Statewide Services, Inc. administers the claims for the League of Wisconsin Municipalities Mutual Insurance,
which provides the insurance coverage for the Village of Weston. We are in receipt of the above-captioned claim involving
damage the claimant incurred due to a back-up of sewer water through the toilets in his home.

Our investigation has revealed that the Village was not negligent for this incident. Therefore, we recommend that the Village
disallow this claim pursuant to the Wisconsin Statute for disallowance of claim 893.80(1g). The disallowance of the claim in
this manner will shorten the statute of limitations period to six months.

This unfortunate loss occurred when Village staff was cleaning out a clog of gravel to the sewer main line, and the pressure
of the cleaning action caused a blow back of pressure into the claimant home, and said pressure allowed for sewage to
discharge through the claimant toilets. There is no evidence that the Village failed to adhere to any ministerial duties—or
mandates—when clearing the clog from the sewer main; and absent a ministerial duty, W1 statue 893.80 affords the Village
discretionary immunity for their “governmental” acts or decisions regarding the clearing of the clog. Often, such a loss is
related to an unnoticed ventilation problem at the home affected.

Regarding the existence of the clog itself, the Village was re-paving Mr. Olson’s road via a contractor, and Village Director
of Public Works, Mr. Keith Donner, advised that Village staff was charged with adjusting the manholes so that the re-paving
could occur, and such “adjustments” involved Village staff putting temporary plates over the manholes—again, an action
needed so that the re-paving could occur.

Mutual Insurance, which provides the insurance coverage for the Village Weston. We are in
receipt of the above-captioned claim involving damage from a sewer backup into your home.

This unfortunate loss occurred when Village staff was cleaning out a clog of gravel to the sewer
main line, and the pressure of the cleaning action caused a blow back of pressure into your home,
and said pressure allowed for sewage to discharge through your toilets. There is no evidence that
the Village failed to adhere to any ministerial duties—or mandates—when clearing the clog from
the sewer main; and absent a ministerial duty, WI statue 893.80 affords the Village discretionary
immunity for their “governmental” acts or decisions regarding the clearing of the clog.

Note: losses such as these involving sewage coming up through a home owners toilets from a
procedure to clear the main sewer line are often related to an unnoticed ventilation problem at the
home affected. We cannot say if your home has such a problem, but as stated above what is clear
is that the Village has immunity for their actions to clear the clog.

Regarding the existence of the clog itself, the Village was re-paving Leyburn Dr. via a
contractor, and Village staff was charged with adjusting the manholes so that the re-paving could
occur, and such “adjustments™ involved Village staff putting temporary plates over the
manholes—again, an action needed so that the re-paving could occur. Heavy rains hit the area,
and unbeknownst to Village staff, gravel was washed into the sewer main through the temporary
plates to cause the clog, and the Village had no idea, or “notice”, that this occurred.

As with the Village’s efforts to clear the clog, there is no evidence that the Village failed to
adhere to any ministerial duties—or mandates—regarding use of the temporary plates to cover
the manholes; and absent a ministerial duty, WI statue 893.80 affords the Village discretionary
immunity for their “governmental” acts or decisions regarding the road re-paving project.
Specifically, Village staff had no ministerial duty to investigate the manholes during and/or after
the rains to see if any gravel had been introduced to the sewer main from the rains. Therefore,



Village staff would have discretionary immunity for deciding not to inspect the sewer main after
the rains, and they would have discretionary immunity for not considering to do so.

Given the immunity in place for the Village, we recommend that the claim be disallowed and
Statewide Services, Inc. will be unable to pay for your damages.

Our investigation has revealed that the Village was not negligent for this incident. Therefore, we recommend that the Village
disallow this claim pursuant to the Wisconsin Statute for disallowance of claim 893.80(1g). The disallowance of the claim in
this manner will shorten the statute of limitations period to six months.

This unfortunate loss occurred due to an unnoticed clog to the Village sewer main, thus, Village staff was unable to take a
preventive measure. The Village was re-paving Ms. Scesniak’s road via a contractor, and Village Director of Public Works,
Mr. Keith Donner, advised that Village staff was charged with adjusting the manholes so that the re-paving could occur, and
such “adjustments” involved Village staff putting temporary plates over the manholes—again, an action needed so that the
re-paving could occur.

the temporary plates covering the manholes. Village staff had no idea, or “notice”, that gravel
was being washed into the sewer main, thus, they were unable to correct the problem prior to
your loss.

There is no evidence that the Village failed to adhere to any ministerial duties—or mandates—
regarding the use of the temporary covers to the manholes; and absent a ministerial duty, WI
Statute 893.80 affords the Village discretionary immunity for their “governmental” acts or
decisions regarding the road re-paving project.
