


project will bring 12 jobs to the Village. The developer proposes to use the building for a show room, offices, and indoor 
storage of product. They have plans to add on another 10,000 sq ft in a phase 2 expansion so they are asking a brick waiver 
for the east facade.  They are asking the expansion to be allowed to happen within 7 years. Village staff thinks that 7 years 
is too long and should be shortened to 5 years. If the expansion does not happen in 5 years the east façade would need 
to be finished and brought up to code and the landscaping on the eastern portion of the lot completed.  
 
Most client interaction is currently done offsite and little onsite sales is expected. The parking accommodates customers 
as well as employees. Currently, employees drive company vehicles and do not leave personal vehicles at the business. 
This practice is not anticipated to change. The proposed development has two loading docks and four overhead doors for 
loading and unloading of product by employees only. A fenced storage yard is proposed for the storage of work trailers as 
well as refuse and recycling containers. 
 
A rezone and conditional use are required to allow for the Outdoor Storage and Warehousing. This activity is not permitted 
in the Business Park zoning. With the parcel being bordered on the east and north with Limited Industrial zoning, this 
rezone is consistent with the neighboring properties. Further, the developer only proposes to store work vehicles outdoors 
and not sales product.

At last month’s meeting, the Trustees 
approved moving forward with a Draft Purchase and Development Agreement as long 
as the Plan Commission approved the building, site and operational plans of the new 
proposed development. A condition of the sale is for the Village to rezone the property 
to LI to meet the land use needs of the operational plan for the new business. This 
rezone request will meet that condition. As part of his conditions of the sale, Mr. 
Drewa also has requested and received a conditional use permit and building, site and 
operational plans review and approval from the Plan Commission on 8/14/17. The PC 
put additional conditions on the site plan approvals at the PC meeting.

Staff is working with 
Attorney Yde to add some additional verbiage to the document concerning the timeline for the 
completion of the building façade and landscaping as the applicant is wishing for a waiver on this 
due to a proposed building expansion.
